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The Brazen Altar
Build an altar of acacia wood, three cubits high; it
is to be square, five cubits long and five cubits
wide.

Exodus 27:1

The Laver
Make a bonze basin, with its bronze stand, for
washing. Place it between the Tent of Meeting and the
altar, and put water in it.

Exodus 30:18

The Golden Table
Make a table of acacia wood - two cubits long, a cubit
wide and a cubit and a half high. Overlay it with
pure gold and make a gold molding around it. Also
make around it a rim a handbreadth wide and put a gold
molding on the rim.

Exodus 25:23-25

The Altar of Incense
Make an altar of acacia wood for square, a cubit long
and a cubit wide, and two cubits high - its horns of
one piece with it. Overlay the top and all the sides
and the horns with pure gold, and make a gold molding
around it.

Exodus 30:1-3

Golden Candlestick

Make a lampstand of pure gold and hammer it out, base
and shaft; its flower-like cups, buds and blossoms
shall be of one piece with it. Six branches are to
extend from the sides of the lamp stand - three on one
side and three on the other.

The Ark of the Covenant
He took the Testimony and placed it in the ark,
attached the poles to the ark and put the atonement
cover over it. Then he brought the ark into the
tabernacle and hung the shielding curtain and shielded
the ark of the Testimony, as the Lord commanded him.
